The Third Reading of our NgǕti PȊkenga Claims Settlement 
Bill was held on 10 August 2017 and for those fortunate to be 
able to attend Parliament, it was a wonderful experience.  
Thank you all for your support throughout this arduous 
journey. 

 
Our Bill was given the Royal Assent on 14 August 2017 and 
so the assets are due to be transferred to Te TǕwharau o 
NgǕti PȊkenga Trust (Te TǕwharau) in mid September.   Te 
TǕwharau will then look to transfer some of those assets to 
the Te TǕwharau o NgǕti PȊkenga Charitable Trust (the 
Charitable Trust).   
 

SPECIAL RESOLUTIONS 
In 2015 NgǕti PȊkenga iwi approved the transfer of up to $10 
million from Te TǕwharau to the Charitable Trust for a period 
of ten years.   To date, Te TǕwharau has transferred $5 
million to the Charitable Trust.  Since 2015 however, the 
value of the assets has increased.  Te TǕwharau is therefore 
seeking the approval of the iwi to transfer assets up to $15 
million  to the Charitable Trust.   To give more certainty as to 
when the assets go back to Te TǕwharau, it is also seeking 
an end date.  As such, Te TǕwharau is asking the iwi to 
approve the following resolution: 
 

That the Special Resolution approved in 2015 is varied from: 
That NgǕti PȊkenga Iwi approves the transfer of assets 
of up to $10 million (either in one transaction or a 
number of transactions) by Te Tawharau o NgǕti 
PȊkenga Trust to Te Tawharau o NgǕti PȊkenga 
Charitable Trust for a period of 10 years; 
to: 

That NgǕti PȊkenga Iwi approves the transfer of assets 
of up to $15 million (either in one transaction or a 
number of transactions) by Te Tawharau o NgǕti 
PȊkenga Trust to Te Tawharau o NgǕti PȊkenga 
Charitable Trust until 31 March 2028. 

 

A Special General Meeting will be held at Manaia Marae, 
Manaia Road, Manaia, Coromandel at 12pm on Sunday 24 
September 2017 to discuss this resolution.   
 

The Charitable Trust is also seeking the approval of the iwi to 
transfer assets to NgǕti PȊkenga Investments Limited (NPI) 
in order to grow the iwiôs assets.   The transfer of these 
assets to NPI will create a traditional asset holding company 
used by a number of iwi. 
  
By transferring the commercial assets to NPI, NPI will be 
able to: 
4more effectively build a high performing investment portfolio; 
4utilise the strength of its balance sheet; 
4be able to take advantage of the favourable debt and 
interest rate markets to increase its commercial assets and 
leverage returns using debt; and 
4provide more transparency of the performance of NPI and 
its investment portfolio.
