moe, haere koutou, whakaoti atu.  Kia tǕtou e kawe nei i ngǕ 
tikanga Ǿ rǕtou mǕ, tǛnǕ koutou, tǛnǕ koutou, kia ora mai 
tǕtou katoa. 
 

We have had a busy start to the year; one of the pieces of 
work that we have undertaken this year is the review of our 
Trust Deed.  The review needed to occur within five years of 
the claims of NgǕti PȊkenga being settled.  It was something 
we wanted to get on to early because the first Trust Deed was 
very much prescribed by the Crown and we wanted a Trust 
Deed which suited us, not the Crown.  
 

In order to seek feedback from each of our kǕinga we held 
our first Hui-Ǖ-KǕinga of the year in March 2018.  For those 
who were able to attend the Hui-Ǖ-KǕinga we really 
appreciated the engagement and feedback.  David Gray was 
appointed by Te TǕwharau as an independent facilitator to 
undertake the review and the recommendations he has made 
as a result of the feedback he received, are set out later in 
this pǕnui.  We are looking forward to coming back to our 
kǕinga to talk about this directly with you.  These hui will be 
held in July and will finish with a special general meeting on 
15 July. 
 

You will no doubt be aware that our individual bill was 
finalised last year in August, resulting in the completion of our 
individual Treaty claims.  This leaves two claims that NgǕti 
PȊkenga has an interest in.  The first are the Tauranga 
Moana Iwi Collective claims, which will not progress until 
overlapping claims issues with Pare Hauraki are resolved.  
The second, are the Pare Hauraki Collective claims.  
 

Currently, both Pare Hauraki and Tauranga Moana are 
awaiting a decision from Minister Little as to whether or not he 
will sign the Pare Hauraki Collective Redress Deed (the PHC 
Deed).  Last year Te TǕwharau notified the Crown and the 
Hauraki Collective that due to redress in Tauranga Moana 
being offered to the Hauraki Collective without the knowledge 
or consent of Tauranga Moana iwi, we would not sign the 
PHC Deed.  Despite that, we still supported the redress which 
had been agreed between Tauranga Moana and Hauraki in 
2012 -2014 (Athenree Forest, Kaimai Statutory 
Acknowledgement, RFR properties and some properties in 
Katikaiti ï Te Puna) on the basis that: 
 

¶ the Crown recognised that there are only three mana 
whenua in Tauranga Moana being NgǕti PȊkenga, NgǕi 
Te Rangi and NgǕti Ranginui; 

¶ we respected the boundary being the Waiorooro Stream 
as agreed between Hauraki and Tauranga Moana during 
the fisheries settlement negotiations; 

¶ none of the redress offered by the Crown was a 
concession of mana whenua in favour of Hauraki iwi 
within Tauranga Moana; and 

¶ no other redress was offered to the Hauraki Collective 
within Tauranga Moana. 

 
Recently, Tauranga Moana iwi have become concerned that 
Hauraki iwi will, as a result of Crown redress within Tauranga 
Moana, have the right to make decisions about natural 
resources within Tauranga Moana; a mana whenua 
right.  This concern led to the hikoi to Parliament on 15 May 
2018, and more importantly for Te TǕwharau, has led to two 
of our kǕinga, Tauranga and Maketu, now taking the stance 
that all redress pertaining to Tauranga Moana be removed 
from the Pare Hauraki Collective Redress Deed and dealt 
with through a tikanga process.  We expect and encourage 
our other two kǕinga to also discuss this over the next week.    
 
Each kǕinga has the absolute right to maintain their own 
voice, mana and rangatiratanga in matters pertaining to each 
kǕinga.  We are respectful of the differences between our 
kǕinga and the way each kǕinga choose to operate.  We are 
clear however that our role is to deal with the Crown as the 
mandated entity for settling our outstanding Treaty claims.  
We believe that the Crown has created a very difficult position 
for both ourselves, as the mandated group for NgǕti PȊkenga, 
and our kǕinga because of the whakapapa and 
whanaungatanga that exists in both Tauranga Moana and 
Hauraki, and between our kǕinga.  We are urging the Crown 
to consider the situation they are creating and to meet with us 
before progressing the signing.

Last year Te TǕwharau identified three priorities to promote and foster kotahitanga within NgǕti PȊkenga.  These are:  

¶ Planning and executing Kotahitanga events, the first of which will occur from 2-4 November 2018 in Whangarei.  

¶ Succession planning and leadership development.  We are currently seeking nominations and volunteers to participate in 
our Rangatahi Leadership Programme.  The goals are to: 

¶ Develop the NgǕti PȊkenga rangatahi leadership and engagement strategy. 
 

4 Enhance the learning and development of lifeskills. 
4 Build relationships. 
4 Equip rangatahi with the skills and knowledge to sail the waka hourua to Pakikaikutu for the Ahurei. 
4 Enhance the NgǕti PȊkengatanga of our Rangatahi

¶ We also want our kǕinga to have a pȊtea each year while we are growing our pȊtea for all NgǕti PȊkenga.  A distribution to 
our four kǕinga of $5,000 per annum will occur this year. 
 

We 
are all really looking forward also to our first NgǕti PȊkenga Ahurei which we will hold as part of our AGM in November this year 
between 2-4 November 2018 in Whangarei.
